Tom Heinrich filed this pictorial report from the 2016 Amelia 
Island Concours d’Elegance, held Sunday, March 13. The guest 
of honor was Hans-Joachim Stuck, noted endurance racer and 
Formula 1 entrant. He piloted an Alfa-powered Brabham for a 
portion of the 1977 F1 season. There was a sprinkling of Alfas 
in the field, as well as a few entered at auction. (See the Alfas at 
Auction report elsewhere.) There is plenty to do in the week pre-
ceding the Concours, including several auctions and a well-
attended show-and-shine held on Saturday. Alfa Romeo has had 
a significant presence the last two years. They had a large dis-
play area with Giulias, 4C spiders, and coupes as well as some 
historical cars. Next year’s event will be held March 10-12, 
2017.

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Alfas at Auction – Amelia Island

The week leading up to the Amelia Island Concours 
d’Elegance hosts no fewer than five auctions – as if 
the events of the March 12 and 13 concours weekend 
weren’t enough to draw you to the balmy north Flori-
da isle. Attractions at this year’s Concours, the twenty
-first, included the Alfa-powered 1977 Brabham 
BT45B F1 car piloted by honoree Hans Stuck at that 
year’s U.S. Grand Prix at Watkins Glen and a large 
FCA corporate display designed to build interest in 
4C coupes and spiders and the upcoming Giulia. Best 
in Show - Concours de Sport was awarded to a 1952 
Pegaso Z-102, the mechanically sophisticated creation 
of engineer Wifredo Wicart, the prewar chief engineer 
for special projects for Alfa Romeo. Some might say 
that the “cupola” design, inspired by input from Span-
ish students and massaged in-house, was visually 
challenging. This is one of those instances where 
beauty is in the eye of the beholder. 
 
But on to the auctions. Certainly one of the highlights 
of the week was the Gooding & Co. offering of 18 
cars from the Jerry Seinfeld collection. The cars, 16 
of the 18 which were Porsches, brought just over $22 
million, about a third of Gooding’s total sales of $60 
million. Gooding also sold a 1961 Ferrari SWB Cali-
fornia Spider for a chart-topping $17,160,000. All 
told, the three major auctions generated over $126 
million, up 24% from 2015, according to Sportscar-
market.com. 
   
Of the five companies doing business at and around 
Amelia, four had Alfas consigned. Arguably the most 
desirable ones were offered by RM Sotheby’s. First 
up was a 1957 1900C SS Coupe by Touring. The two-
toned red/silver car with white upholstery sold for 

$302,500. Originally imported and sold in the U.S., 
the originally all-red car benefited from a comprehen-
sive restoration completed in 2013. The one-word de-
scription for this car would be “shiny.” There was 
plenty of chrome to go around and the engine’s intake 
and cam covers were highly polished, something not 
ordinarily seen on these cars, at least in my experi-
ence. 

The second Sotheby’s offering was a 1965 GTA Stra-
dale which sold for a strong $286,000. It was said to 
have been owned by the first owner for 27 years. 
Originally white, it was given a fresh coat of rosso 
corsa after moving from its early home in Brescia to a 
collector in Belgium in 1992. The auction description 
listed the fair-sized sums of money spent by subse-
quent owners on its restoration and upkeep. The 
odometer showed 70,000 well-used kilometers. Visi-
ble deviations from stock included a bolt-in roll bar 
with four-point harnesses and later Webers with after-
market air cleaners.

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On March 11 Gooding & Company offered a 1971 
Montreal claimed to be “one of the finest in exist-
ence.” Imported to the U.S. in 1985, it was said to 
have been a five-time concours winner at that many 
Alfa national conventions. It has also won at several 
national concours and successfully campaigned in 
major driving events. The car was the recipient of a 
thorough mechanical refurbishment in 2013. It sold 
for a high bid of $110,000 against an auction estimate 
of $140-$180k. Judging from the photos, it was clean 
enough that one could have eaten lunch on that large 
air cleaner.  

Gooding also offered a 1947 6C2500 SS Coupe with 
a Touring body. This car claimed two owners from 
new, with the first owner enjoying the car for 59 
years before it was purchased from his estate. Done 
up in light gray with stunning blue upholstery, it un-
derwent a 3-year restoration in 2010 by a German 
marque specialist. It was estimated to sell for 
$600,000 - $900,000 but was a no-sale. In my opinion 
this car, although skillfully restored, was lacking 
“eyeball appeal.” The shape of the Touring-bodied 
coupe seemed rather awkward and top-heavy in the 
photos and perhaps that constrained bidding. It might 
have been an important car but it was arguably not a 
beautiful car. Gooding is planning to re-enter the car 
at the Monterrey auction. We’ll be interested in see-
ing how it does there. A photo  can be seen in Tom 
Heinrich’s report elsewhere in this issue. 
  
The Bonhams’ March 10 event also offered two Al-
fas. A red 1962 Giulietta Spider with white uphol-
stery was offered at no reserve with an estimate of 
$75,000 - $100,000 (!) It sold for $52,800, a sum at 
least one commentator thought was generous consid-
ering the car’s condition. Rick Carey, writing for 
SportsCarDigest.com, reported that the claimed fresh 

repaint was literally so fresh the solvent was still out-
gassing and there were signs of poor masking and 
overspray. The upholstery was said to be original and 
showed signs of wear. There were three owners from 
new. 

Bonhams’ second Alfa offering was a 1973 Spider 
Veloce in yellow. It was claimed to be original and 
unrestored, with a single repaint in the original color, 
recent mechanical refurbishment costing $7,000, and 
19,000 miles on the clock. The spider had but a single 
loving owner until 2013 when it became an auction 
“frequent flyer,” selling that year at the Quail Lodge 
auction in Monterey for $24,750. Two years later it 
sold for $31,900 at the same venue. This time the 
high bidder took it home for a reasonable sounding 
$19,800. So much for continual appreciation. 

 
Last but not least Hollywood Wheels offered a 1964 
Giulia Spider (“normale”) at the rather optimistic esti-

mate of $90,000 – $115,000. It was claimed to have 
recently undergone a complete restoration— com-
plete maybe, but not entirely accurate to the original. 
The red car had black upholstery with attractive but 
incorrect red piping and some extra non-original car-
peting. The trunk surfaces sported a pebble-grained 
finish that might have been serviceable but weren’t 
original. The aftermarket wood steering wheel was 
claimed to be a rare option and the engine was rebuilt 
to “Sprint Speciale or GTZ” specs and Webers added. 
One might want to take that assertion with a grain of 
salt when uttered by someone who identified the car 
as a Giulia Sprint. The auction’s results were not 
available at the time of this article’s submission. 
 
While there were relatively few Alfas offered at 
Amelia auctions this year, there was something for 
most every pocketbook, excepting the very well off 

who were deprived any real blue-chip offerings. May-
be next year.

FCA Unveils Full U.S. Giulia Line at the 
New York Auto Show 

FCA introduced the full 2017 U.S. lineup of Giulia 
models at the New York International Auto Show, 
March 25 - April 3. In addition to the much anticipat-

ed top-of-the-line Quadrifoglio, a Giulia and Giulia 
TI model will also be offered. 

While Quadrifogio buyers will get the 505 hp, bi-
turbo, 2.9 liter V-6, the Giulia and TI models  will 

come with all-new direct-injected, turbocharged 2.0 
liter four cylinder engines delivering 276 hp. An eight
-speed automatic transmission and class-unique car-

bon-fiber driveshaft are also standard. 

The cars will come equipped with leather seating and 
a variety of “info-tainment” features. Chassis tuning 
will be available via the Alfa “DNA” ride controls. 

Within the basic models, available options include Q4 

all-wheel drive, while Sport, Luxury, and Perfor-
mance trim packages will be offered. 

The Quadrifoglio editions will be full-boat with per-
formance features. Carbon fiber Sparco racing seats 

and Brembo carbon-ceramic brakes will be options. A 
full complement of state-of-the-art “nanny features” 
like blind spot montoring and cross-path detection 

will accompany the handling and performance fea-
tures of the Quad. 200 mph speedometer anyone? 

Giulia buyers will have up to 13 colors to choose 
from, five seating options, and four interior trims, 
nine wheel styles, and a 12-channel Harmon Kardon 

sound system. As you would expect, Quadrifoglio 
buyers have even more choices. This is all a far cry 
from the days when the old Alfa Romeo Incorporated 

would tell us what we wanted and told us to take it or 
leave it. No pricing was announced.

Will Alfa Return to Formula One? 
 
In February the German magazine Auto Bild Motor-
sport reported that Sergio Marchionne had proposed 
that Red Bull power their 2016 Formula 1 entries 
with Alfa Romeo-branded engines.  
 
Toward the end of the 2015 racing season, Red Bull 
and its junior team Toro Rosso were both in negotia-
tions for new engine contracts. For a while it ap-

peared that one or both the teams would have to sit 
out the 2016 season for lack of motive power. Mar-
chionne at one point offered to develop a new engine 

for them if Red Bull absorbed the development costs 
of about 30 million Euro. Red Bull management, 
however, felt that the project was too expensive and 

declined. Instead, Toro Rosso will run with 2015 spec 
Ferrari power units and the main Red Bull team will 
continue with Renault power. 

Just last week, several sources reported the rumor that 

the financially troubled Sauber team may receive a 
bail-out from Ferrari in the form of Alfa Romeo 
badging. FCA chairman Sergio Marchionne has long 

been on record as desiring Alfa’s return to Formula 1 
as a part of thr revival of the brand. It is said he envi-
sions a partnership with an existing team such as 
Sauber as a sort of Ferrari junior team, much like the 

relationship of Torro Rosso to the Red Bull team. 

Alfa, of course, has a long history with Grand Prix 
racing, having won the first modern-era champion-
ships in 1950 and ‘51. Scuderia Ferrari started in 

1929 as the racing arm of Alfa Romeo. Alfa’s more 
recent adventures in F1 were less successful. 

Time will tell if this arrangement comes about, but 
expect to see something fairly soon as it seems 

Sauber is in big trouble and will need a cash infusion 
to continue on the F1 circuit this year.
