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Alfanatic Goes to Amelia Island, Florida

The feeling at this year’s Amelia Island Concours  
d'Elegance was electric. This was not only because 
the event marked the return to the calendar of large-
scale in-person automotive gatherings, but because 
most major manufacturers were there, touting their 
brand-new electric vehicle offerings, giving us a taste 
of the post-petroleum future.  
 
Your editors missed last year’s show. This year, hav-
ing been vaccinated and feeling finally liberated, we 
decided a road trip was in order.  The trip south was 
mostly pleasant, with the exception of two long back-
ups for accidents on I-26. Our wandering course in-
cluded Louisville and Lexington, Kentucky; Green-
ville, South Carolina; and Savanah and St. Mary’s, 
Georgia, where we stayed for the weekend. 
 
Saturday’s Cars and Coffee offered a nice assemblage 
of Alfas, including a Montreal, several Spiders, a 
Callaway twin-Turbo GTV6, and an imported Twin 
Spark powered Alfa 75. The show field and MotorX-
po (vendor’s area) were lined with cars of all makes 
and varieties and the crowd was substantial. 
 
Sunday’s show was extraordinary. The featured 
marques were Hispano Suiza and Shadow race cars. 
In addition to the usual groups of classics, race, and 
sports cars, there was a class for electric cars from the 
turn of the last century, an assemblage of Ferrari 
275GTB coupes, cars raced by honoree Lynn St. 
James, Chevy racers, Porsche racers, and weird one-
off creations. 
 
On the new car stands, manufacturers Volkswagen, 
Ford, Cadillac, and Mini, newcomers Lucid and Bol-
linger Motors, and replicar producer Superformance 
all showed their latest electric creations. Lusting after 
an electric Cobra? Superformance has one for you.  
 
Lexus showed off its sporty models, and if one 
wished, one could sit in a brand new Rolls Royce and 
dream. Porsche had a significant presence, and on 
Sunday one couldn’t miss the line of every current 
model, all in white, parked down the center of the 
MotorXpo. 
 
Of some interest to Alfisti was an appearance by bou-
tique producer Totem Automobili’s “GTelectric.” The 
prototype, based on the GTV, is the first of a limited 
run of 20 bespoke vehicles. In person it looked strik-
ing and well done. The company’s representative 

demonstrated the sound system, which can authenti-
cally replicate the sounds of a variety of different en-
gines. Because who wants a silent sportscar? 
 
All things considered, it was a fine trip. The weather 
was perfect and the automotive sights were impres-
sive. Our non-automotive adventures were also very 
satisfying. Our visit to the Cumberland Island Nation-
al Seashore was a great way to spend an afternoon 
amid nature, and the Riverview Hotel in St. Mary’s 
was a quaint and comfortable place to stay.

and Phillip Etancelin on board.  

A 1939 8C2900B Berlinetta was entered by Brian and Kimberly Ross of Ohio. The triple rear win-
dow identifies it as chassis 412024, purchased at auction in 2019 for just shy of $19 million.   

A freshly restored 1947 6C2500 SS cabriolet was entered by 
Kim and Stephen Bruno of Boca Raton. It had just four prior 
Italian owners, all who lived  within 100 miles of each other. 
The third owner kept it for 49 years. It was a beautiful car 
with meticulous preparation and extensive documentation. 

Well-restored 2600 Zagatos are rarely seen. 
Few are nicer than this 1966 model entered 
by Don and Carol Murray of Scottsdale, 
Arizona. 
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A strong-voiced Tifosa managed to get everyone clear of this 
line-up of 275GTBs so I could get this picture. 

The 1938 Hispano Suiza H6B Dubonnet Xenia is a 
one-off designed by French coachbuilder Saoutchik 
for Andre Dubonnet. Now owned by Peter Mullin, it 
was best in show at the 2001 Amelia Island Con-
cours. 

A 1956 Lincoln Premier convertible looked smart in 
Salmon. 

This 1953 Siata 208S was powered by a Fiat tipo 103 
Otto Vu engine. It later received a small block Chevy, 
but returned to Fiat V8 power upon restoration. 

Spectators got a good 20 minutes of entertainment watch-
ing a crew of five attempting to start this 1913 Isotta 
Fraschini Tipo IM. One fellow set his gloves on fire spray-
ing starting ether and gasoline. Cheers arose as the car 
finally roared to life. The sound of the open exhaust was 
deafening. No one could hear the award presentation.

Waimina, a fever dream of 
designer Rhys Miller. The 
other entries in this class 
were equally weird, but 
Wayne Carini took home 
the ribbon for this one.
